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ABSTRACT

Pham Cao Cung is one of the pioneers paving the way for the birth of the detective story
genre in our country in the first half of the twentieth century. In the deductive detective
stories of Pham Cao Cung, despite borrowing a Western literary genre, he localized them
very ingeniously. He adopted flexibly the pattern "locked room™ in the detective story of
American writer Edgar Poe that most detective fictionist saw as a template, along with his
own creation to build up the first composition ."The fingerprints on the ceiling”, in line with
the psychology and contemporary Vietnamese people, contributing to laying the foundation
for Vietnamese detective stories.
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
