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ABSTRACT

Ngo Thi Nham is a prominent author of medieval Vietnamese literature who experienced a
volatile life in both his mandarin’s career and ideology. Through various stages of
ideological shifts, he showed to be profoundly influenced by Buddhism , specifically by
Truc Lam Yen Tu (Bamboo Grove), a native Vietnamese school of Buddhism.

In his lifetime, Ngo Thi Nham witnessed Confucianism shaken to its roots; beliefs in
Confucianism were progressively waning. He turned to Buddhist ideologies to resolve his
ideological conflicts, as well as to find out his own path of light to help others live in a
peaceful life. He had an in-depth understanding of Buddhism, and it was Buddhist ideas
that liberalised him from desires for prestige or social status, thus committing himself to
serving people.
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
