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ABSTRACT

In the nineteenth century, ‘The fall of imperial capital’ was a convulsive event of Vietnam
in general and Thua Thien Hue in particular This event also was shown in poetries and
stories by a lot of authors, including the work ‘Hanh Thuc ca’ (3%, 1885 in “Song of
Voyage to Thuc”) by Le Tan Nguyen Thi Bich. It was written in Nom characters and the
six-eight verse, with the length of 1038 words. The content of this work can be separated
into five sections. The first section: Summary of Vietnam’s history from Hong Bang to
Nguyen dynasties; the second section: the period of war between Vietnam and France; the
third section: the agreement between Vietnam and French governments; the fourth section:
the hiding of King Ham Nghi; and the fifth section: King Dong Khanh and King Thanh
Thai. This article focused on the event of the fall of Hue imperial capital in order to help us
have an overview on this event and supply some historical episodes in the woeful and
majestic period of the nation.
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
