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ABSTRACT

From 1910 to 1945, Korea was put under the yoke of Japan and had to bear the
exploitation in all its aspects, especially in the economy. Moreover, they were at risk of
being assimilated by Japan as well as losing the national sovereignty. In fact, Japanese
government turned Korea into the legal part of their territory belonged to the Japan's
Greater East Asia Co-Prosperity Sphere, ultilizing their advantages of scientific technique
and military power to exploit the food resources, natural resources and labour forces
effectively.
