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ABSTRACT

During the years of dominating the South Vietnam, the United States of America and Ngo
Dinh Diem government has established many policies in order to stamp out the
Viethamese people’s fighting movement, destroy the revolutionary forces, turn the South
into the colony of the new colonialism, and prevent the influence of communist

development in Southeast Asia. One of those typical policies was the “agrovilles”.

In fact, the “agroville” was a giant convening camp, a comprehensive and thorough
revolutionary base. This national policy has ruined countless villages, stepped on land
right, manners and customs. This results in a large number of struggles against the
agrovilles and triggers the explosion for other movements against the U.S. and Ngo Dinh
Diem government in the whole South.
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
