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ABSTRACT

Through trade activities, since the 13th century, a small number of Chinese have
begun their settling in the Philippines. The arrival of the Spaniards in the
Philippines in 1565 opened new opportunities for the Chinese in providing the
colonial government with the necessary goods and services. This led to the influx
of the Chinese in the Philippines. During their colonial period, the presence of the
Chinese in the Philippines always placed the Spanish government in a "dilemma"
situation. Because this not only contributed to the increase of government income
but also possed a constant threat for the security of the colony. In order to resolve
this "problem", the Spanish government had managed to apply various policies
and measures to control the Chinese during more than three centuries of ruling the

Philippines.
