IMPACTS OF CLIMATE CHANGE IN TAM GIANG LAGOON
AND ITS EFFECTS ON RESETTLED COMMUNITIES
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ABSTRACT

Climate Change (CC) has caused many pressures and profound impacts on every aspects
of social life, culture and daily activities of the resettled communities along the Tam Giang
Lagoon, Thua Thien Hue Province. Despite settling on land after serious disasters, the
resettled communities have to face with many difficulties and challenges like erosion, land
slide, increase of sea water, lack of land for housing and exhaustion of natural resources as
well as environmental pollution. This has led many negative social problems such as:
unemployment, labor migration, boat resettlement, re-illiteracy and other inadequacies in
polices implementation and management, especially related to poverty elimination. In the
face of such serious influences of CC towards the Lagoon, the poor fisher communities,
whose livelihoods depend on it, are the most vulnerable and effected.
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
