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ABSTRACT

We can say that, the Korean peninsula is the either "final borders"” of the Cold War until
now. Therefore, the relationship between South Korea and North Korea is still in war
situation, with the conflicts, tensions always standing in this peninsula. Be considered as a
strategic position on the "geopolitical chessboard” of Northeast Asia area, the Korean
peninsula has always attracted the attention and involvement of major powers such as The
United States, Russia, Japan, and especially China. China is a country that located in
North East Asia region, near by Korean peninsula. Therefore, any actions that happen in
this peninsula, especially in Northern, have a direct impact to the northeast border of
China. If America always makes “pretext” to keep standing and maintain military forces
here, the Chinese just “sit at home” to deploy its strategy.
