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ABSTRACT

In the Co tu’s society, village is a fundamental and unique social institution,, there is no
organization larger or smaller than village. This characteristic of society is reflected
through the role of the owner and the management of the village for all land and forest
resources. In particular, community forest, a kind of public land, is owned by the village
and is managed by customary law - a useful tool for ensuring the community ownership for
this important resources. All members of community must obey the rules/sanctions of
customary law. Along with the customary law and a higher customary law, the Co tu can
aslo is “managed” by the “sacred goods” of the divine system (Yang). Relating to the
ownership and management is a kind of spiritual forest resources, which includes many
spiritual and material values.
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
