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ABSTRACT

This paper through reviewing and analyzing available research reports aimed at examining
livelihood strategies implemented in the face of climate change among women in rural
Central Vietnam. The research findings revealed that women’s traditional livelihood
activities including crops cultivation and livestock rearing have been severely affected by
visible climate-related changes. Affected women have been conducting a number of
livelihood strategies in agriculture or diversifying non-agricultural activities depending on
local conditions and their own status. Such empirical findings suggest a need for careful
consideration of specific local contexts and personal characteristics of women in any
impact and adaptation research and assessment so that planned strategies or action plans
for climate change adaptation should be more efficient and sustainable.
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
